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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury on March 11, 2024.  The patient was in Korea.  The patient was under an armored truck.  He was checking up the armored truck underneath the truck.  The patient tells me that the jack slipped, and the armored truck fell on top of his head.  The patient immediately had injury to the left side of the head.  There was significant injury to left side of the head.  The patient was bleeding.  As a matter of fact, the patient tells me that he has intracranial bleeding.  The patient had surgery, specifically brain surgery in Korea.  Since then, the patient has severe headache every day.  The patient has right-sided hemiparesis since the injury.  The patient has aphasia.  The patient is not able to speak well.  The patient also has constant headaches.  The patient is not able to comprehension with language.  The patient feels depressed.  The patient feels anxious.  The patient has significant difficulty with understanding of language and speaking language.
The patient also had a seizure the very next day.  The patient had seizure disorder, due to the brain injury.  Since return to the United States, the patient also had another brain surgery at Stanford University.
The patient currently is not working.  The patient is not able to work given his right hemiparesis and aphagia and constant headaches.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  Truck fell on his head, causing intracranial bleeding and brain injury in the left side of the brain which is causing right hemiparesis and aphasia symptoms.  The patient also has significant chronic headache.  These are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
