These medications were very helpful.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 94% at room air.
Blood pressure 140/64.
Pulse 67.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Prophylaxis.
2. Medication refill.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications.
1. Zithromax 250 mg one p.o. daily for 14 days #14.
2. Bentyl 20 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 28 days #56.

3. Zofran 4 mg ODT one SL t.i.d. p.r.n. for nausea and vomiting.

Advised drink plenty of fluids. Come back to the clinic if he has any questions.
