He suffers with history of COPD, hypertension, cough, allergic rhinitis, asthma, chronic back pain and degenerative disc disease. He has history of diabetes, but he is not take any medication for diabetes at this time.
MEDICATIONS: Albuterol both inhaler and solution for neb treatment, Tessalon Perles, Singulair 10 mg, Zyrtec 10 mg, Flexeril 10 mg, Vaseretic 5/12.5 mg, vitamin D, acetaminophen and Naprosyn on his medication.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above. He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol. He is an obese gentleman.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, coronary artery disease, stroke and heart attack.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Possibly with sleep apnea. He has all the symptoms of sleep apnea during the interview, but he has never been tested for it.
