The patient presents with mother stating he has a lesion in his upper buttocks just noticed without pain for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: With evident oval open lesion to upper buttocks intertriginous space measuring 8 to 10 mm without drainage or inflammation.

IMPRESSION: Pilonidal cyst, buttocks, without acute infection.

PLAN: The patient was referred to Texas Children’s Hospital for pediatric surgical evaluation for excision with infection precautions.
