PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2.
MEDICATIONS: Losartan, Lipitor, and nifedipine.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age apparently.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Reveal blood pressure of 182/84. She states her blood pressure was much better yesterday. She has not taken her medication today. Pulse 73. O2 sat 99%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: COPD. The patient is currently on hospice with history of COPD non-O2 dependent. The patient is noncompliance with her medications, she needs to do a better job with her medications. Her activity has been affected; she is less active, she is tired most of the time most likely because of her exercise-induced hypoxemia and the blood pressure being out of control. The patient’s noncompliance also causing her blood pressure to be increased which is increasing her symptoms at this time.
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
