He has COPD, again O2 dependency. He is sleeping now 12-16 hours a day. He does not want to get out of bed. He is very weak. He has a concentrator. He needs a new nasal cannula and a hosing. His KPS score is 40%, ADL dependent total and bowel and bladder incontinent. His MAC is right at 16. Continues to be anxious, continues to have air hunger, continues to take tramadol for pain, continues to lose weight; most likely has protein-calorie malnutrition. He also has cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension and right-sided heart failure regarding to his severe endstage COPD. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
