This is a 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient is sleeping a lot now. She is weaker. She is staying in bed about 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient’s caretaker states that she is steadily getting weaker, she is eating very little, she has very diminished appetite. The caretaker states “we haven’t been able to weigh her, but it looks like she has lost at least 3 to 5 pounds in the past month or so.” Other comorbidities include pedal edema, CVA, right-sided heart failure, O2 dependency. She does not like to wear her oxygen; without oxygen, her O2 is in the high 80s. She also has bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. She has had history of sundowner syndrome for sometime, but that definitely has worsened. KPS score is at 40%. The recurrent urinary tract infections that are noted are related to her endstage and her breakdown of her immune system. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
