1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Sputum production.

4. Nasty drainage.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 77-year-old woman who was seen on 12/11/2024, with cough, congestion and URI type symptoms who was treated with DEX and a Medrol Dosepak, was sent home. The patient stated that she got better the first day or two, then she started having cough with sputum production. She is not short of breath. She sounds like she does not have pneumonia, but the sputum production has increased, it is discolored and foul smelling and would like to get some antibiotics.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hip surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Hydralazine, Coreg, Benicar, and aspirin.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 162 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 18. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 147/63.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Bronchitis.

3. Lymphadenopathy.
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4. Chest x-ray is not needed at this time unless she does not get any better.
5. Z-PAK.

6. Medrol Dosepak.

7. Repeat DEX 10 mg.

8. Give Rocephin 1 g now.

9. Phenergan DM for cough.
10. Lots of liquid.
11. Hypertension controlled.

12. Come back in three days if not any better. We will proceed with a chest x-ray at that time. The patient agrees with the plan.
