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NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT

1. Neurological followup and reevaluation – ocular migraine.

2. History of TIA.

3. Hypotension due to dehydration and medication effects – treated.

4. Dyslipidemia.

5. Pulmonary evaluation showing very low levels of sleep apnea.

6. Current therapeutic treatment for sleep maintenance insomnia with clonazepam.

1. Pantoprazole 40 mg once daily.

2. Simvastatin 40 mg once daily.

4. Levothyroxine 100 mcg.

5. Potassium chloride 10 mEq.

4. Potassium.

1. Topiramate.

2. Horizant.

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Dear Dr. Datu,
Jean Hanson was seen today for neurological reevaluation complaining of ocular migraine with scintillating scotomata in both eyes lasting for a few minutes resolved when she lies down and takes Excedrin Migraine one tablet within a few minutes; otherwise, she is asymptomatic.

Her main problem now is continued symptoms of sleep maintenance insomnia.

She needs a refill of the clonazepam that will be provided, but this does not cover her all night.

We discussed the use of melatonin and she does take 3 mg at bedtime, I have asked her to increase her dosage to as much as 10 mg, which should abort nocturnal arousals that are disturbing to her.

Otherwise, she is asymptomatic and not having any concerns or complaints at this time.

We had extended face-to-face discussion today about her current and past medical history, her current medications, the need for refills and followup.

I am scheduling her for followup in six months and I will refill her clonazepam as requested.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
