She states she was exposed to her brother who tested positive for strep. She states child activity is same said child is eating and drinking well. She is managing her saliva well. She has no voice change.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented, interactive, playful with moist mucous membrane. Very interactive with her brother.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100%at room air.
Blood pressure 105/63.

Pulse 108.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.6.
THROAT: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula. No exudates present. Uvula is midline and mobile.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. Palpable and tender anterior cervical triangle on the right.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep exposure.
2. Sore throat.
3. Pharyngitis.

PLAN: The following tests were done in the clinic today.

1. Strep.

2. Flu.

3. COVID.

These tests were all negative.

The patient has high Centor score. I will go ahead and treat his child because she was exposed her brother who tested positive for strep. She was sent home with the following medications:
1. Amoxicillin 250/5 mL 5 mL t.i.d. for 10 days #150.

2. Motrin 100 mg/mL, she would take one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever 200 mL.

Mother was advised to increase fluids to come back to the clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
