Holter hook up date December 16, 2024.

Findings: The patient’s heart rate varied from 45 to 135 beats per minute. They were very very rare single PVCs with occasional two PVCs in a row. There were few premature supraventricular beats. At 12.58 p.m., the patient had a 7-beat episode of paroxysmal atrial tachycardia at 98 beats per minute. No symptoms. There was another episode at 2.49 p.m. next day and it was 11-beat episode of paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia at 135 beats per minute. The patient was asymptomatic. No significant ST-T changes noted.
Final interpretation:

1. Episodes of paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia for 11-beat at 135 beats per minute and another episode for 7 beats at 98 beats per minute without any symptom.

2. Very very rare single PVC with occasional two PVCs in a row.

3. Few PACs.

4. The patient asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording.

5. No significant ST-T changes noted.
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
