ABDOMEN: Nontender. Nondistended. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No peritoneal signs.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
