Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. McGhee comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. He states that he experienced head trauma approximately one year ago when he had a seizure and since that time his vision has been poor. He has a history of working on the assembly line at a local car manufacturing plant. He states he stopped approximately 14 years ago for non-medical reasons. He was examined in this office by Dr. Fifield who diagnosed him with high myopia and amblyopia. He states that he is “blind” when he does not wear his glasses. He states that he needs his glasses in order to walk. He feels that he cannot partake in his usual sporting activities because of his level of vision. However, he does state that he does not have difficulties navigating his environment nor reading print such as newspaper, cell phone, or computer screens while wearing his glasses. He does not use eye drops. He has not had eye surgery. He takes medications for high blood pressure.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –6.25 sphere on the right and –6.00 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 25 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test with good reliability shows 108 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 111 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.
2. Ocular hypertension.
3. Amblyopia.
Mr. McGhee has a high degree of myopia, which explains his need for “strong glasses”. However, as he states, he is able to read small print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment, when he wears proper spectacle correction. As well, he can distinguish between small objects. His prognosis is good.
