HISTORY: This is a 46-year-old gentleman here with pain to his great toe. The patient stated he has a history of gout and symptoms are similar. He stated that yesterday during the Christmas holiday he had several meals consisted of red meat, shrimp, crabs, and noticed pain approximately 12 hours or so later. Described pain as sharp. He stated pain as stabbing and rated pain 9/10 increased with weight bearing.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: The patient’s vital signs were reviewed.
He has a pulse ox of 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 236/136.
FOOT: Erythematous and tender great toe. Erythema is localized. Reduced range of motion secondary to pain. There is localized edema.

PLAN: At that time, the patient was advised because of his blood pressure and in spite of injection of Toradol for pain control, his blood pressure continues to remain high, he was sent immediately to the emergency room as these numbers are concerning. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
