She has dementia due to Alzheimer along with weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. Her FAST is at 7A. The patient is taken care of by Maria who is her daughter and is the primary caregiver. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. The patient is forgetful and confused, has decreased mentation, worsening symptoms in the past one to two months, sleeping at least 12-16 hours a day per Maria. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
