This is a 101-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of parkinsonism. The patient is only oriented to person and only at times. She does not know where she is. She is more confused. She has hallucinations both auditory and visual. She is losing weight tremendously, not eating, eating very little; as a matter of fact, drinking very little. Her KPS score has dropped to 30%. The patient needs assistance with all ADLs and bowel and bladder incontinent. The family states that the appetite has diminished by 50% just in the past two weeks. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. MAC is down by 2 cm. High risk of fall. No longer able to transfer. Continues to have a wound on her back that is not healing and is expected not to heal because of her protein-calorie malnutrition and her overall demise. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
