This is a 79-year-old gentleman with history of heart failure on hospice. As I mentioned, his heart failure has deemed to be endstage. He is nonverbal, very confused, shortness of breath is at all times; belongs to New York Heart Association class IV, KPS score is at 40%, eating very little, has lost weight, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, suffers from severe cardiac cachexia, decrease in appetite; as a matter of fact, has lost 25 pounds in the past six months, high risk of falls, staying in bed now 12-16 hours a day. Shortness of breath is remedied by oxygen. Confusion is related to hypoperfusion and congestive heart failure. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
