No longer able to ambulate because of shortness of breath and heart failure, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, KPS score is at 40%, requires turning every two hours to reduce pressure ulcers in bony areas. Given the natural progression of the patient’s disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
