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A 93-year-old man currently on hospice with history of multiple myeloma. The patient is confused, oriented to person only. Confusion and memory loss is causing the patient to sleep about 16-18 hours a day. He requires his wife’s assistance for all ADL. The KPS score is 40%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, weight loss is unavoidable; has lost 5 pounds in the past month. Continuous pain related to his multiple myeloma, no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy or biologics at this time. He requires change in position to keep the pressure off the bony ulcers. Expected to live less than six months given the natural progression of his disease.
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
