He did have an episode of URI last time, but he is getting better with over-the-counter medications from a local pharmacy. He has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.
He is aware of our office policy regarding opioid treatment.
He is also not taking any other medication except for what is given in this office.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia; has his own physician for that, we are not giving him any medication for that.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Suboxone 8/2 mg half a film three times a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke half a pack a day. No drug use or alcohol use.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 137 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.1. Respirations 20. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 85/46; his blood pressure always runs low.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic rhinitis improving.
2. Opioid dependence. Continue with Suboxone 8/2 mg film, #21, half a film three times a day.
3. Return per schedule.
4. No sign of misuse or abuse of this medication noted.
