This is a 69-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. He also suffers from tachycardia, cor pulmonale, right-sided weakness, and right-sided heart failure on O2 saturation at all times. Recently finished a course of prednisone. He went to the emergency room four days ago but he left because he does not like to be anywhere close to the hospital. He is in desperate need of more prednisone because of his breathing at this time.

He has had some discolored sputum as well. Other medical comorbidities include hypertension, depression, chronic pain, and PTSD. The patient is tachycardic. He requires help with all ADLs. He has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinents because of severe weakness.

His blood pressure is controlled today. His O2 saturation 95% on 2 liters of oxygen.

He does not like to use his nebulizer because he says sometime it makes him feel worse but I told him he need to use his nebulizer on regular basis. He has a KPS score of 40%. I am going to discuss this with Medical Director and resume his prednisone on a tapering basis. I recommend increasing his Norco given his severe increase pain. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his illness, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
