Ms. Robinson is an 80-year-old woman at hospice with malignant neoplasm of the brain. She is very agitated today. Her blood pressure is up at 171/90. She says she has seizure medication but she has two bottles full of seizure medication. She is oriented to person only. She is confused and increased confusion most likely related to her brain cancer. The patient is also well agitated and apprehensive.

She is at high risk of falls. She states that she is having diplopia most likely related to her brain cancer. Her seizure is still controlled with the help of Keppra. She has continued to lose weight. She remains ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient blood pressure medication will be increase to Benicar/hydrochlorothiazide 22.5 mg to tablets a day via remission from the medical director this was discussed with the DON as well. The patient continues to show symptoms of end-stage brain cancer, neoplasm of the brain associated with weight loss, agitation, change in mental status, confusion, change in personality along with ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient most likely will have more seizures as the tumor grows but for now the seizures appeared to be controlled. Given natural progression of her disease. She most likely has less than six months to live.
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
