This is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. The patient blood pressure was quite elevated today is 115/101. He states that he just took his medication. His O2 saturation is 96% with O2 on board. He does not use oxygen on regular basis. He has bouts of change in mentation mostly likely because of his hypoperfusion and not wearing his oxygen on regular basis. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is ADL dependent. He is tachycardic with a heart rate of 101. He also suffers from diabetes, hypertension, tobacco abuse, and protein calorie malnutrition. His KPS is at 40%. Weight loss is minimal at 2 pounds per caregiver. He continues to have weakness of lower extremity with decreased ambulation, shortness of breath with ambulation and at rest. He has symptoms of cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, pedal edema, and right-sided heart failure. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
