This is a 64-year-old gentleman on hospice with COPD. He also suffers from chronic pain treated with OxyContin and Lortab. He also has hypertension and hyperlipidemia. He uses oxygen on a p.r.n. basis. He has 3 pounds weight loss. KPS is at 40%. He has renal insufficiency. Given his amount of weight loss, he is no longer requiring insulin. He appears quite thin, quite weak, and quite debilitated. He has issues with air hunger, which is treated with lorazepam. His blood pressure is better controlled today at 130/70 as long he takes his lorazepam. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He has right-sided heart failure with pedal edema. He has increased shortness of breath today without any discolored sputum or sinus infection. He has responded well to the steroid in the past. We will discuss this with medical director regarding a short course of steroids especially with his blood sugar being controlled. He is not using his nebulizer four to five a day. He was encouraged to use his oxygen at all times. His O2 saturation is 92%. KPS saturation 40%. The weight loss that was reported above is deemed to be unavoidable given his advanced COPD. He still continues to use his pain medication on a regular basis given the advanced stage of his disease. He most likely has less than six months to live. His disease is left untreated.
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
