This is a 58-year-old woman currently on hospice with respiratory failure and hypoxemia. She has extensive history of psychiatric disorder. She was hospitalized with suicidal attempt. The patient is rather obese. She has chronic hypoxemia. She also has been constipated for a week. She has not been eating very much mostly because of constipation. She has a high risk of fall. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has oxygen available but she chooses not to use it. Her clothing appears loose. She has no edema of the lower extremity. She also takes combination of Lexapro, Abilify, Zyprexa, and Remeron per her psychiatrist to control her symptoms. The patient’s vitral signs blood pressure 100/60 and O2 saturation 88% with pulse of 92. I suspect patient has untreated sleep apnea as well. The patient is pretty much bed bound, ADL dependent, and bowel and bladder incontinent. She is at a high risk of fall. She has hyperventilation syndrome contributing to acute respiratory failure and low oxygen level. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
