This is a 78-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with end-stage renal disease. The patient also suffers from weight loss, nausea, constipation, aspiration syndrome, tremors, history of Parkinsonism, cogwheel rigidity, anxiety, postural hypotension, frequent falls, stiffness, pill rolling effect of his upper extremity, shuffling gait, high risk of fall, and ADL dependency. He wears a diaper. He is basically bed bound. He has 1+ pedal edema.

He has a history of aspiration. He is not eating very much and suffers from vertigo most likely related to his blood pressure changes related to his Parkinsonism. The patient was tried on a low dose of Sinemet with no effect. His lactulose has been refilled today. He has evidence of muscle wasting in the lower extremity. KPS score of 40%. Given a natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Initial weight loss was at 60 pounds per Lisa his caregiver but most likely has lost another 5 pounds in the past six weeks.
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
