The patient presents with history of having grand mal type seizure yesterday with prior history of seizures on Antabuse for the past month for drinking disorder per psychiatrist. Current medications include Trileptal 150 mg twice a day, Nexium 40 mg daily, Zyrtec, and Antabuse for the past month.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of seizure disorder, depression, anxiety, and drinking disorder under the care of neurologist and psychiatrist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Works _____105___ doing multiple ultrasounds. She is here today to get excuse for work.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Seizure disorder with seizure secondary to alcohol abuse on Antabuse past month, history of depression and anxiety as well. The patient alcoholic drinking history discussed with the patient. The patient to continue AA without resumption in drinking. Wants to stop Antabuse at this time. Advised to follow up with psychiatrist as soon as possible as well as neurologist to continue with AA and will be seen here if needed in the future.
