The patient seen with history of congestion and questionable right ear pain for the past 12 days with diagnosis of COVID. Mother states he has pain in his ear when she puts water in there.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otitis media without tubes with no insurance hope to be done next month.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Because of cough and congestion, chest x-ray obtained without acute findings.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with recent COVID with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient given Zithromax for five days. Continue to use nebulizer that she got off line and using albuterol 0.68 mg, wants to increase dose, refills given. Continue with nebulizer and to follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
