The patient is seen today with authorization for workmen’s compensation care for wanting office visit. She states that she needs referral, needs followup with workmen’s compensation. She states that she was cleared to see low back pain and left knee doctors each referral to be seen in orthopedic, back and knee, hoping to get physical therapy and weight loss with help back and wants to have further treatment on left knee.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She states she has had an ulceration of esophagus with endoscopy x 2. She states she had an MRI of the left knee in July 2024 in Williams Hospital. She states she had *__________* in her knee by Dr. Adonis 09/08/2024.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states she has a 90-year-old patient and has been seeing ombudsman for her case.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 2+ tenderness LS junction with painful range of motion and elevation of legs. Extremities: 2 to 3+ tenderness lateral medial knee extending to medial distal thigh and proximal medial calf with painful range of motion. She states that she cannot extend leg with any elevation.

IMPRESSION: Followup left knee injury and low back injury.

PLAN: The patient was given referral to see orthopedist for back and knee for further evaluation of persistent workmen’s compensation injuries with abnormal prior MRIs.
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
