Sharon Yales continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Obesity.

4. Status post bariatric surgery.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

Current Medications: Tresiba 12 units twice daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, Jardiance 25 mg daily, and lisinopril 50 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, weight 199 pounds and BMI 32.6. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c was 6%, indicating excellent control. Other labs in the recent past include LDL cholesterol of 56, GFR 85.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with excellent control, long-term insulin administration, status post bariatric surgery, and hyperlipidemia.

I have asked that she continue with the current program and follow with her primary doctor as I retire on March 31, 2025.
