PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Vesicular lesions present in the extremities and trunk. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis and poison ivy.

PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone 15 mg IM with prescription for Medrol Dosepak with followup with regular doctor and here if needed.
