HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today for a followup visit from an I&D of a lipoma of her scalp two days ago that was packed. She has changed the outside dressing, but the inside packing, she states, still remains. No fevers, body aches or chills. She states she has been taking her antibiotic as prescribed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH use. No tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Focused exam of the I&D notes 3 inches of half-inch iodoform packing in place removed. No foul odor. No edema. No erythema. No tenderness to palpation. No pustular drainage noted.

ASSESSMENT: I&D of forehead lipoma.
PLAN: Remained open to air. Cleaned the wound. Dressed the wound. Did not pack the wound. Advised the patient to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
