CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 95-year-old female who had a fall out of bed about two weeks ago. The patient is ambulatory with the use of a walker confined to her room; otherwise, she requires a wheelchair outside of her room. She was seen today coming out of her room to go to the dining room, she was dressed up as per usual with her hair done and was wanting to get out of her room to get a good dinner table seat. When I asked her about the fall, she just waved her hand, she said “that was two weeks ago” she said “I am fine” and I asked if there was any residual soreness, difficulty bending side to side and she said “no” and then showed me that she could do those movements. So, I walked with her to the elevator, she has a brisk step, she is steady and upright and then while we are waiting for the elevator palpated her lower back and she denied having pain anywhere that I had touched. Looking at her arms and legs, there is no evidence of any bruising. She has no lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup; this occurred as she rolled out of bed and denied any pain at the time and denies it now. Her gait is steady and upright at a good pace. So, fall followup, no evidence of injury and we will just continue to keep track of any number of falls that she may have in a given period of time.
