FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
Ms. Hall is a 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD, sleep apnea, O2 dependency, obesity, hypertension, polyneuropathy, peripheral vascular disease, chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, positive HIV, hypothyroidism, depression, recent above-the-knee amputation on the left side, swelling on the right side, total and completely bedbound, and ADL dependent. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her caretaker is Quinton who is helping her with severe weakness and fragility. The patient continues to have shortness of breath, orthopnea, and PND. O2 sats at 94% on 3 L, uses nebulizer constantly at least six times a day, requires hydrocodone for pain control. KPS score is at 40%. She is totally and completely bedbound. She has had hospitalization most recently for a UTI and of course above-the-knee amputation in 2024. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Incidentally, the right lower extremity edema is related to cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure related to endstage COPD as well as her protein-calorie malnutrition. She is also tachycardic with a heart rate between 96 and 110.
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
