Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Foster comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a public safety officer for the board of education, but stopped in 2010 because of nonmedical reasons. He has a history of trauma to the left eye approximately 22 years ago and states that the vision on the left side began to decline significantly a few years after the trauma. He states that his eye pressures went very high until he began to be treated for glaucoma. He was last in this office for a disability examination with Dr. Fifield on October 3, 2023. Since that time, there has been no significant interval change. He still uses brimonidine, dorzolamide, and latanoprost eye drops in both eyes. He has a history of high myopia and cataract surgery on both sides. There is diabetes mellitus and hypertension.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/200 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –1.00 x 056 on the right and –1.00 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/40 on the right and 20/800 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 14 on the right and 9 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral posterior chamber lens implants that are in good position and clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.6 on the right and 0.9 on the left. There is bilateral peripapillary atrophy. There are no hemorrhages. There is mild optic nerve pallor on both sides.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test utilizing a III4e stimulus shows 90 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 38 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Myopic degeneration.
Mr. Foster has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
