This is a progress report on Paresh Kumar Chachcha.

This 53-year-old male has myelofibrosis for last several years. Initially, he was seen in 2009 for polycythemia requiring phlebotomy. Subsequently, he was treated with hydroxyurea later on he was switch to Jakafi. The patient was noncompliant. Initially, when he develop CVA with right-sided weakness requiring rehab. The patient since has slowly progressively recovered as far as CNS issues are concerned. However, his polycythemia progressed to myelofibrosis and then he developed chronic myeloleukemia. Initially, he was on Glivec now he switch to Sprycel. The patient recently was found to be very anemic with hemoglobin of 7.2 and hematocrit was 21.2. His WBC count was 13.4 and platelet 191. The patient comes here today with extreme weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: He weighs 141 pounds and blood pressure 130/67.
Eyes/ENT: Did show pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Showed faint systolic murmur and tachycardia.

Abdomen: Liver and spleen were palpable. Liver was few centimeters spleen was huge.
Extremities: No edema.

CNS: Right-sided weakness.

LAB: His iron is normal.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Anemia most likely because of chemotherapy with Sprycel and possibly from myelofibrosis.

2. Myelofibrosis.

3. Chronic myelogenous leukemia.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Blood transfusion was recommended. The patient does not want it right now. He is agreeable to getting Procrit shot to stimulate erythrophoses so we will request preauthorizations of Procrit 40,000 units subQ every week while continuing Sprycel to treat his CML also patient has started working so he was told if he continues to feel bad transfusion might help.

At this point, the patient has significant weakness and right-sided weakness from previous hemiparesis. However, he wants to continue to work so we will allow him to work part time for night now and in short time he wants to work full time.
