ADDENDUM: I am in receipt of the patient’s records from Memorial Hermann. This is a 65-year-old woman who presented on 12/10/2024 to Ben Taub with orthopnea, DOE peripheral edema and history of CHF.
Echocardiogram showed low EF and apical thrombus. The patient was put on Eliquis, IV Lasix, required O2. The patient apparently was homeless at one time and no longer able to care for herself, hence the reason she is admitted to a group home at this time. She also has history of acute kidney injury, hypoxemia, hypertension, type II myocardial infarction and left ventricular thrombus.
Discharge medications were reviewed, which included Eliquis, Coreg, Farxiga, Lasix, hydralazine and Isordil.
Labs showed BUN of 28, creatinine 1.25. H&H was 11 and 37. The patient was worked up for vasculitis, no abnormality was noted with negative ANA, negative SSA and SSB, negative ANCA, slightly increased rheumatoid factor.
The patient’s EF is not recorded, but in the discharge summary indicates that the patient has a low EF congestive heart failure.
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
