The patient presents for refills without complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Problem with difficulty urinating, intermittent flow for the past year, states helped with seeding.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ tenderness to the left suprapubic area without guarding. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Because of the symptoms, the patient had a UA and urine culture with culture pending. Also, advised to get ultrasound of the pelvis.

IMPRESSION: Abdominal pain, with prostatic lesion, probable prostatitis, has history of high lipid disease and hypogonadism.

ADDITIONAL DIAGNOSES: Possible urinary tract infection plus urinary obstruction.

PLAN: The patient to follow up in two to seven days for ultrasounds and further evaluation. Advised to see a urologist if symptoms do not clear and routine followup in three months.
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
