As he was reaching down to grab his helmet on the ground, the heavy metal plate fell off the truck, and hit the top of his head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  He does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  He thinks he was out of consciousness maybe 5 to 10 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient was very dizzy.  The patient felt nausea.  He has blood coming out of his head and the ears.  The patient was not making sense.  He was not speaking making sense.  The patient was driving, and he got lost driving.  He went home, the wife states he was not making any sense.  He went to the doctor.  However, doctor told him that he has too severe and he needs to go to the hospital.  He was evaluated at the hospital.  The patient was started on medications for headaches.  The patient has severe headache and confusion for the rest of the day.  He was not speaking correctly.
Since the event, the patient had severe head pain.  The patient has severe headaches.  Eight months later, he had a seizure.  Since then, he has recurrent seizures from this head injury.  The patient has personality changes.  His memory is very poor.  The patient feels depressed and anxious.  The patient also has PTSD symptoms.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient cannot drive because his license got revoked.  The patient lost the ability to work.
The patient is currently not working.  The patient is not able to work because of his seizures.  He has intermittent seizures.  He is not able to hold steady job.  Also his headaches, memory loss, also affecting him to get a job.  The patient is not able to remember past duties.  He has significant decrease in focus and concentration in work.  The patient also has significant personality changes.
