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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  This was in February 2023.  The patient was stationed in Thailand.  The patient task duty was setting up in antenna on a tree.  One of his colleague was setting up the antenna on the tree with him.  The colleague broke a branch off the tree.  The antenna and tree branch and weight, fell on to the patient’s forehead.  It landed on the middle of his forehead.  The patient fell to the ground, had immediate confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient went to the medical doctor, requires stitches on the forehead.  The patient has severe confusion and disorientation, having nausea for the rest of the day and several days after.  The patient also started vomiting.
The next event was in January 2024.  The patient tells me that he was watching people shoot rockets as an exercise.  As the rockets were firing, he has significant nausea, head pain, and confusion.  The loud sound of the rockets cause him to have nausea and vomiting and also severe headache.

The patient is currently working as a security officer.  The patient tells me that his headache and memory deficit significantly affecting his job.  The patient needs to wear sunglasses.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.  He works his get his task duties.  His headaches are affecting him to look off the light is very sensitive.  His symptoms including headache everyday severe.  They are migraines headaches.  The patient has nausea and vomiting symptoms.  The patient also significant light sensitivity.  Every time he looks at bright light it triggers headache.  The patient has decrease in concentration and focus.
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
