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It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in the multiple deployments to Afghanistan between the year 2012 to 2015.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to many bomb explosions.  He tells me that he has exposed to so many bomb explosions.  He does not remember how many exactly.  However, every time there is bomb explosion, the shock way will cause him to have significant headache.  The patient tells me that many times he experienced bomb explosions, there are many times he fell to the ground, and hit his head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He will be out of consciousness for at least five minutes each time.  Every time when he woke up, the patient would have confusion, severe headache, and disorientation.  Since these bomb explosions, the patient has chronic headaches.  The patient has sensitive to light.  The patient has blurred vision.  His balance is very poor.  It is my opinion, that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury for many bomb explosions.  The patient tells me that every time, he has headache, confusion, and disorientation with each bomb explosions, common for traumatic brain injury.  The patient also has significant memory deficits.
His MoCA examination was 20/30.  He clearly has significant memory deficit and poor memory.  The poor memory headaches sensitive to light are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
