PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 208 pounds; no significant change. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 20. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 146/73.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Maculopapular rash as was described.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic reaction. I told him that it is impossible to find out exactly what was causing his problem, but he needs to stop taking the new supplements and such and _______ one day at a time; he is a very smart guy, he knows how to do it.
2. He is flying to Athens, Greece tomorrow. So, I gave him Decadron 8 mg now and Medrol Dosepak to take while on his trip.
