Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Rahhoo comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. The history is obtained with the help of a translator who provides assistance with Arabic. Apparently, Ms. Rahhoo has had poor vision for her entire life. She states that when she was 15 years old she experienced right-sided weakness to her face and that the strength on that side has never returned. She has a history of diabetes. She states that she gets eye examinations approximately every six months with Dr. Nakkash. A review of the records shows an exam with Dr. Nakkash on 08/06/2024, describing vision of 20/400 on the right and 20/80 on the left. There is a diagnosis of cataracts. Ms. Rahhoo does not have a work history. She states that she has worked as a homemaker since her early adulthood years. She states that the low vision makes it difficult for her to cook and to clean. In particular, she states that she gets dizzy when she cleans floors and that she has weakness in her hands ever since having had hand surgery. She uses fluorometholone drops in both eyes twice a day. She has not had eye surgery.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.25 +0.75 x 180 on the right and –0.50 +0.50 x 175 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures 20/100 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 12 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids show mild chalasis and blepharitis. There is moderate right-sided facial weakness.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with poor reliability shows 21 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 7 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Confrontation field counting shows a tunnel that has the same size up close and at a distance.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.
2. Amblyopia.
Ms. Rahhoo does not have clinical findings that would explain the measured visual acuities nor the constriction of the visual fields. Based upon these findings, one does not have clinical evidence to support difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She should be able to avoid hazards in her environment, distinguish between small objects, and read small print. Her prognosis is good.
