My colleague Dr. Shelley Epstein, M.D., has been Mr. Mollin’s treating psychiatrist since April 28, 2023. On 01/25/2023, Mr. Mollin was struck by a car and suffered a severe head injury. He also gets considerable anxiety. He has had flashbacks and nightmares regarding the accident. It should be noted that Mr. Mollin denies any prior psychiatric or neurologic treatment. Now, he is unable to work because of his physical injuries and his resulting psychiatric difficulties. He takes trazodone 50 mg to 100 mg h.s. daily in order to sleep. His appetite varies. His energy is low. He is unable to work because of distraction by headaches, dizziness, back pain, and neck pain.
