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Stephen Glomb has been seen in the office for the last several years, following the retirement of his previous endocrinologist.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Hypothyroidism likely secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medication: Levoxyl 0.088 mg daily.

On this visit, he had no major complaints and her symptoms attributable to possible thyroid hormone imbalance.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 183 pounds, and BMI is 25.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact. There is no neck lymphadenopathy.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: Free T4 1.22 and TSH 2.05, both in the normal range.

A previous ultrasound of his thyroid gland had shown no evidence of thyroid nodule.

I recommend that he continue on the current medication as Levoxyl 0.088 mg and follow with his primary care physician and new endocrinologist.
