Sydney Murphy had been seen for last five years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Anxiety and depression.

She has been on insulin pump for about 9-10 years and current is on Medtronic.

Overall blood sugar control has been satisfactory in the recent past.

Her most recent visit on January 20, 2025, her blood sugar control was satisfactory with hemoglobin A1c was 6.1%.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72 and weight 275 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid glands are enlarged. The peripheral exam is intact.

Recent Lab Study: TSH 1.49 and urine microalbumin 14.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and insulin pump therapy. She also has peripheral neuropathy.

Further instructions to be given in regards to the insulin pump and adjustments were made to the basal-bolus insulin program.

As I retired at the end of March 2025, she will require followup with a new endocrinologist.
