Dear Dr. Bennett:
This is a followup for Mrs. Metro for elevated calcium renal failure.  I saw her back in the hospital in August.  At that time, she was taking HCTZ and Tums, which was discontinued.  PTH was suppressed.  Calcium around 15, received treatment with Aredia and calcitonin.  Other testing was negative for secondary causes with normal vitamin D125, negative monoclonal protein, negative PTH related peptide.  No further hospital admissions.  She is feeling well on loop diuretics and low sodium, takes no calcium or vitamin D.  Extensive review of systems presently is negative.
Medications:  Present medications, I want to highlight Lasix, potassium, remains on Nexium, magnesium, tolerating Mounjaro, on a low dose of Glucotrol.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 137 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 119/72.  She is alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Skin, mucosal, respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from December.  Creatinine at 1.5.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Calcium 10.3, which is mildly elevated.  Normal albumin.  Minor increase of transaminases.  Other liver function test normal.  A1c at 5.7.
Assessment and Plan:  Hypercalcemia with PTH suppressed question effect of medication HCTZ and calcium already discontinued.  Calcium is stabilizing in the upper side.  Kidney function has not returned to normal, which was 0.9 within the last prior one year.  She has presently CKD stage III without symptoms of uremia.  No encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No volume overload.  Monitor chemistries overtime.  There is anemia but no EPO treatment.  Diabetes appears to be well controlled.  Other chemistries stable.  We would like to see her back in a year or early as needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
