HISTORY: This is a 66-year-old gentleman here for surgery clearance. The patient stated that he has injured his right shoulder and is scheduled to have shoulder reconstruction and he is here for surgical clearance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes type II.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin, tizanidine, metformin, lisinopril, atorvastatin, and glipizide.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and hypercholesterolemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure 139/87.

Pulse 80.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RIGHT SHOULDER: Decreased abduction. Diffusely tender in AC joint and clavicle. No deformity. No scapular winging.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. 
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Right shoulder injury.

2. Surgical clearance.

Following tests were done in the clinic today. EKG demonstrates normal sinus rhythm. No acute injury. No old injury demonstrated.

Chest x-ray: Increased vascular markings. Cardiac silhouette appears normal. No infiltrate. No effusion. Bony structures are normal. 

Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT/PTT, and INR.
The patient was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
