Eldon Goad has been seen in the office for diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Dementia.

4. Hypertension.

On this visit, there were no major complaints or changes from his previous visit.

Current Medications: Lantus 4 units in the morning and 30 units in the evening, losartan 100 mg daily, furosemide 40 mg daily, hydralazine 100 mg daily, donepezil 10 mg daily, Memantine 10 mg daily, and sertraline 50 mg daily.

On examination, blood pressure 120/62 and weight 189 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.7%.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, history of prostate cancer, and dementia. No changes were made with the current program.

Followup visit in six months time.
