Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup for Sandra with a cadaver renal transplant University of Michigan 2021 and history of ANCA positive vasculitis.  Last visit in August.  Off smoking.  Underlying COPD, but no oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.  Denies bleeding, remains anticoagulated.  Prior history of deep vein thrombosis or pulmonary embolism.  Kidney transplant working well.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema.
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Tacro, Myfortic, prednisone, blood pressure nifedipine and Coumadin.
Physical Exam:  Weight is up to 182 and blood pressure 122/56.  Distant clear lungs.  No respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No kidney transplant tenderness or ascites.  No gross edema or focal deficits.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Last chemistries are from December; mild anemia.  Normal kidney transplant number.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  ANCA positive vasculitis, status post cadaver renal transplant University of Michigan 2021.  Normal kidney function.  High risk medications.  Continue same immunosuppressants.  Most recent Tacro low therapeutic around 4.8, which is still acceptable although University is managing that.  No need for EPO treatment.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  Continue anticoagulation for history of DVT and pulmonary embolism.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus are normal.  Plan to see her back in six months after University sees her, which is apparently in May.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
